Las Cruces, N.M. — The Hispano Chamber of Commerce de Las Cruces has relocated from its
former location at 3530 Foothills Road, Suite E, to its new office space in the Atrium Suites at
1990 E. Lohman Ave., Suite 207, in Las Cruces, N.M.

The chamber relocated Dec. 29 after the expiration of its two-year contract at the Foothills Road

office location. The chamber board voted unanimously in November to approve the new location
to save on operational costs and to better serve its members with a more streamlined operational

process facilitated by the chamber’s move to the new office complex.

“From an operational standpoint, this new location will better serve our membership because of
the chamber’s cost savings, closer location to the heart of town and the professional environment
within the Atrium suites,” said Board President-elect John Mufioz. “We encourage the chamber’s
members and the general public to visit us at our new offices and become acquainted with the
new space. It’s a great location with many available resources for chamber members.”

For the long-term, the chamber is working to secure a permanent office space in the former
Camuiiez Building Downtown as part of a Downtown revitalization and economic development
project being developed in partnership with the Dofia Ana Arts Council, Las Cruces Downtown
Partnership and the City of Las Cruces. No timetable has yet been set for the start of the
building’s renovation, but the Hispano chamber is and will remain involved in the planning
process and will help to secure funds for the project.
